To successfully tell your Civitan story or your 

Club's Civitan story, be sure to answer the following questions: who, what, when, 

where, and why?   

WHO 

• Who are your fundraising dollars going to?  

• Who is your project benefitting? 

 

WHAT 

• What specifically are you doing at your event?  

 

WHEN 

• If sharing after the fact, when did you do this project? 

• If this is a repeat project, how many years have you been doing it?  

• Do you need extra hands for this event? If so tell people when they can 

help!  

 

WHERE 

• People can’t take part if they don’t know where your event is happening!  

• If sharing about a completed event, mention the venue, one to thank the 

location for their support and also so people know to be on the lookout 

for it again next year.  
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WHY 

• This is your testimonial.  

• Why did you pick this project or cause?
