If your answer is "Yai,”" then you
arc approximately 339 carrect,
as anly the Amaorican Falls which
is part of Miagara, lies whalaly
within the horders of the United
ttates.

The Miagara River which forms
the boundary between the United
Stales and Canada is separated
by a small strip of land at the falls
called Goat lsland. This island
diverts tha river fo flow on either

side of itio that two distines
waterfalls are produced. The
American Falls has 2 curving. frant
of 1,400 fert and is 155 feet high,
The Canadian or Herieshos Falls
1: 158 feat high and has a curving
front of 2,5‘5'3 feet, more than
twice az long az the American
Falls. Mot of the waters of the
Miagara River is diverted svor the
Canadian Falls for only 1710 of
the enfire volume goes over the
Armerican Falls.

To prove the above statement
that' most of the Miagara Falls

lies within the Canadian bound.
ary, we find ]:lru-:-i: aof +thit f-h-:-!
from the postage stamps of Unifad
Ltates and Canada. On the 25c
U. 5. stamps of the period 1912~
38, we find a reproduction of the
American Falls, The 20e Cana:
dian stamps of 1938 shows only
a small part of the American
Falls, Soat lsland, the Horseshes
Falls and a Canadian power plant.
Glancing at these two itamps,
GAR can casllj,r sea that the Cana-
dian Falls is euch, much wider
than the Amarican Falls.

To give you an idea of hl:-h'
big Miagara Falls -is, just Hrr
visualize that 120,000,000 galions
of water pa:s over the falls aach
minute. In weight, this is sguiva-
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lont 1o 500,000 tons of water per
minute (Seme drink of water].
